A bill calling for lottery proceeds to be distributed to the cities and
towns through a system of local cultural councils was passed and
signed.

Explosive economic growth in Massachusetts was mirrored in an
expansion of MCAH programs.

Massachusetts Arts Lottery Council (MALC) formed.

The Legislature caps revenue distribution to MALC at $3 million
annually, and votes to distribute the remainder as local aid directly to
cities and towns.

Budget debates and advocacy efforts for the arts resulted in the
merger of the Massachusetts Council for the Arts and Humanities
