Bridges

As a young city with nascent infrastructure, the City of
Phoenix has been able to integrate art enhancements into the
pedestrian bridge design as part of the City's public art
master plan. Since the 1980s, artists, working with project
engineers, have established several “landmarks” that orient
freeway fravelers through neighborhoods and reflect the
landscape and/or built environment. Bridge interiors, with
their interplay of light and shadow, hold meaning for the
pedestrian as well.

The light rail bridge over Tempe Town Lake, completed in
2007, sits alongside the historic Union Pacific Railroad

Bridge, whose historic status dictated METRO's design. The
design team artist was integral to creating a light rail bridge
that was at once modern, did not obstruct the view to its
older neighbor, and sfill could contribute to the vibrant
identity of the new Tempe Town Lake, with its popular
festivals and new developments.
